
ELIGIBILITY, FEES & REGISTRATION

Students must be at least 15 years old by the first day of 
class to enroll. Students may not enroll in a session after 
the 3rd class.

Standard payment is based on class location.  Pay-
ment may be made with cash, check or credit card.  A 
minimum payment of $100 is required to enroll a student 
in the course. Any remaining balance is due at the end 
of the class.

A student who withdraws prior to the first day of class 
will receive a full refund, minus a $10 fee.  Once a 
student has attended class, tuition refunds will not be 
provided.  

Returned checks will be charged a $35 administrative 
fee.

Regulations governing commercial driving schools 
dictate that the time from the beginning of a class to 
the issuing of a certificate be not less than 30 days. All 
classes and driving lessons must be completed within 
120 days/4 months of the first day of class. Students not 
completing in 120 days may enroll for another session.

In the event of failure to complete payment, Parkside 
Driving School shall be entitled to attorney fees and other 
damages. The venue for any action shall be in Benton 
County, Washington. An interest rate at 1% per month 
(12% per annum) will be paid on all past due accounts. 

Completion certificates will not be issued until payment 
in full is verified.

Lost certificates are re-issued with a $25 fee. Please 
allow up to two weeks for processing.

The charge for extra driving sessions will be $40 per 
session. (see Driving Phase for more information and 
related fees)

Students that arrive for a class session or driving les-
son in an intoxicated or drug induced condition will be 
dropped from the course without tuition refund and will 
not be allowed to re-enroll.

If an enrolled student has any health/medical condition 
that may impact his/her ability to successfully participate 
in the classroom and/or driving lessons, such information 
will be provided to Parkside Driving School by a parent/
guardian at the beginning of the course.  Parent/Instruc-
tor conferences will be scheduled as needed.

Missed class sessions must be made up in order to 
maintain the concurrent sequence of classes.  If a 
student misses more than three classes they will be 
dropped from the course.

A student can be removed from the class for behavior 
problems, cheating, graffiti or defacing class materials. In 
these cases, the student will not be permitted to 	
return and there will be no tuition refund. The student will 
also be held financially responsible for damage done to 
class materials.

The use of tobacco products is prohibited within 500 ft. 
of the classroom.

Students must achieve 80% on all classroom work and 
the final written test in order to pass the course.  Work 
below 80% can be made up as needed. Students not 
achieving 80% on the final test will retake the test until 
achieving a passing score.

Food and drink may be permitted in class at the discre-
tion of the classroom instructor. 

Legislation requires class instruction about organ dona-
tion options.  Families may request alternate class work 
from an instructor during that portion of the class.  

Cell phones, headphones, radios, or any devices that 
may distract the student from the instructor’s presenta-
tion of classroom material or interfere with the learning 
process are not allowed.

INTERMEDIATE LICENSE LAW

1.  What To Do Before You Get a License  

Before getting a driver license, a teen must: 
A) be at least 16 years of age. 
B) pass a traffic safety education course. 
C) have an instruction permit for at least 6 months. 
D) get at least 50 hours of supervised driving practice 
(including 10 hours at night) with someone who has 
been licensed for 5 years or more. (For help in supervis-
ing driving practice, use the Intermediate License 
logbook to record behind-the-wheel driving practice and 
the Washington Parent Guide to Teen Driving for tips on 
how to supervise driving practice.)
E) not have any traffic violations within 6 months of ap-
plying for the license. 
F) not have been convicted of any alcohol or drug offense 
while holding an instruction permit.

2.  How To Get a License

Once you have completed these steps, visit a driver 
licensing office and: 
A) present a signed certificate showing you have passed 
an approved traffic safety education course. If you don’t 
have a copy of your certificate, ask your driver training 
school for a copy before you apply for your license. 
B) have a parent or guardian grant permission and 
confirm your driving practice by signing the Parental 
Authorization Affidavit at the licensing office.
C) pass a knowledge test (if you have not previously 
taken a knowledge test).
D) pass a driving test. 
E) pass a vision screening.
F) provide proof you are a Washington State resident. 
You may use your parent or guardian’s residence ad-
dress, as long as they live in Washington State and can 
present a Washington State driver license, ID card, or 
other documents to prove residence. 
G) present proof of identity.
H) provide your social security number, or sign a declara-
tion if you don’t have one.
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CLASSROOM PHASE

Students are expected to complete all classroom ses-
sions.  Washington State law requires a minimum of 30 
hours of classroom instruction.

DRIVING PHASE

Families recognize the absolute need for driving practice 
at home to be successful in this course.  Students will be 
given a driving log to help track practice hours.

Students will schedule driving appointments with an 
instructor.  If a student is unable to attend a scheduled 
appointment, he or she must cancel at least 24 hours in 
advance.  Failure to do so will result in a $30 “no-show“ 
charge.

Students must have their learner’s permit before starting 
the driving phase of the course.  They must bring their 
permit with them to all scheduled driving lessons.   Not 
having their permit will be treated as a “no-show” ($30 
fee).

If a student is more than 10 minutes late for a scheduled 
driving lesson, they will be charged as a “no-show” ($30 
fee).

All driving skills are scored 4 – excellent, 3 – satisfac-
tory, 2 – not passing, 1 – failed.  Skills receiving a 2 or 
1 are not passing.  Those particular skills will need ad-
ditional practice with a parent/guardian.  During the next 
drive, the driving instructor will re-evaluate these 

skills.  If after the five drives are completed, any skills 
still receiving a 2 or 1 will require extra driving sessions.
($40/hour)

The use of tobacco products is not allowed while driving 
or riding as a passenger in the driving instruction car.

Students will not be allowed to do homework, use mobile  
devices such as phones or music players, or have other 
materials that would distract them from observation time 
during the drive.  Most drives will be scheduled in 2 hour 
blocks allowing each student 1 hour of driving and 1 hour 
of observation.

INTERMEDIATE LICENSE LAW (continued)

3.  Special Rules for Teen Drivers

When teens get a driver license, they must follow some special rules and restrictions. These rules are in place to help protect teen drivers from accidents and help them develop 
and improve skills in the safest way. If you are under 18, you will be issued an intermediate driver license and must follow these special rules:
A) For the first 6 months, you cannot drive with passengers under the age of 20 unless they are members of your immediate family (such as a spouse, child, stepchild, or siblings, 
both by birth and marriage).
B) For the next 6 months you may not carry more than 3 passengers who are under 20 years old who are not members of your immediate family.
C) For the first 12 months, you cannot drive between 1 a.m. and 5 a.m. unless you are with a licensed driver age 25 or older. The only exception to this rule is if you drive for 
agricultural purposes, meaning you transport farm products or supplies under the direction of a farmer. 
D) After 1 year of following these rules and driving without a collision or traffic citation, you can drive without limitations to the time of day or the age and number of your pas-
sengers. 
E) When you turn 18, these special rules no longer apply and your intermediate driver license automatically becomes a regular license.

4.  What If I Get In a Traffic Collision or Violate These Special Rules?

If you violate the special rules for teens, commit any other driving violation, or are in a collision, you will be sent a warning letter by the Department of Licensing. If you commit 2 
driving violations, you will be sent a letter that suspends your driving privileges for 6 months or until age 18, whichever is shorter. If you commit 3 driving violations, your license 
will be suspended until age 18. Your parents will receive a copy of any warning or suspension letter sent to you. Once you have a year of driving safely without a driving violation 
or accident, the passenger and nighttime driving restrictions expire and will not be reinstated. However, if you are under 18 you are still subject to receiving the warning letter and 
license suspension penalties.
